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Then there is not only the cradle of an artist’s talent to be sought. There is the immense part played by 
the action and reaction of contemporaries on each other. Accent and manners are formed in art, as in 
life, by habits of association. Certain groups are inseparable. The whole 1830 group hangs together.
